D.  Slowly release content over a period of time.  Typically done inside a membership site.

E.  A higher-priced product offering after the initial product/service has been purchased.

F.  A webpage that only contains an opt-in box to eliminate distractions for the visitor.  

G.  A free gift such as an ebook, video series, or infographic, used to  motivate prospects to give you their email address.  Also known as an ethical bribe.


H.  A business partner that agrees to introduce your products and/or services to their list.  Often in exchange for a percentage of each sale made.

I.  An abbreviation for Periscope which is a popular social media platform.  It allows you to hold live video sessions and connect with viewers in real-time.

J.  A 3rd party email system where you can schedule emails in advance and have them delivered automatically.  MailChimp, ActiveCampaign, and MadMimi offer free and paid plans.

K.  Permission must be given before anyone can be added to your email distribution list.  You must obtain consent or the person must voluntarily give you their email.  If permission is not obtained, then you are in violation of laws prohibiting SPAM.
